Ayala BAC wins their'istraight BOA Western Regional Championship.

This wonderful weekend began with the arrival of Ayala’s semi trailer and its new vinyl logo’s. This was made possible by our band
angels, (the anonymous contributors,) who helped make this new lettering all possible. The trailer looks like a million bucks and is
the envy of many other band programs. Special thanks go out to Kirk Gumz and his team of volunteers that put their final touches
on prior to leaving for Santa Clarita. A BIG thank to Tim Engel and Wayne Mooney for installing the new trophy shelves in the band
room.

Saturday began with an early call time. Students loaded their instruments and booster/parents began to pack the trailer for their
trip up north. Arriving at College of the Canyons in Santa Clarita, students prepared for their preliminary competition in stifling
heat. At 4:30pm, it was time and crickets announced the entrance of Ayala to the field. Vines began to move and twist around the
band as beautiful sounds filled the garden. The crowd gasps, as the band is surrounded by vines and contracted into a tight circle,
only to blast their way out of their constriction with a huge musical number. Later, the guard brings life to the show with their new
sari scarves and dance to everyone’s amazement. The show ends with a standing ovation from the crowd. It was great to see the
huge support from parents and families in the stadium.

At the Prelim Awards Ceremonies, Ayala won Best Music, Best General Effect and Best Visual. To add to these esteem accolades,
Ayala also won their 4™ year in a row, Class Championship Medallion. Next, it’s on to the Finals Competition for the top 10 scoring
bands.

Temperatures had cooled, but excitement was high, especially when Mrs. Yarboi made a surprise visit to see the band perform in
finals. Getting special permission from BOA, Mrs. Yarboi was allowed to take the field and watch the band perform their show from
the sidelines. Once again, Ayala performed another beautiful program and wowed the crowd and the judges. “Sound Garden” with
its vines, thorns and flowers, simply brings mysterious and melodic sounds and sights to everyone enjoyment.

At the end of final’s competition, Ayala, and the 9 other finalist bands, entered the field in a spectacular Retreat of Champions.
Ayala and the other Class Champions were awarded their medals before the Regional Champion was announced. With a score of
89.45, Ayala Band and Color Guard once again retained their title of all around BOA Western Regional Champions. After the BOA
awards, the bands broke ranks and students congratulated each other. Then, the field was given over to Ayala. To a thunderous
applause, an encore performance was performed by our students to a stadium filled with parents, family, friends and the Clovis
West High School students/staff. It was a wonderful way to finish the day. Congratulations to all the students on their
achievements and success at this event.

The next competition will be held at Riverside Community College on November 7. Please plan to arrive early as space is limited
and this venue often sells out. We only have two more local shows before we head to Fresno for the WBA Championships.

The Evaluation Process
Part 3

In this article, | would like to continue giving more specific information on one of the captions; this month it will be the music
caption. We all know what kind of music we like, and can usually tell if the music is played well, but the areas that are evaluated by
the judges may not be as obvious, so lets look at the sheets.

The Music caption is divided into two sub-categories (sheets); Ensemble Music and Individual Music, each receiving 300 points.
The two sheets are then averaged and the total score is 300 (remember that the subtotal of the score is out of 1,000, then di-
vided by 10, arriving at a score out of 10090 the overall effect on the score is 30%. In fact, the two sheets used by these judges
are very similar in many ways, so the important thing to note is that the Ensemble Music judge is in the Judges Box and the
Individual Music judge is on the field. This means that the Ensemble Judge is evaluating the musical performance from a distance,
listening to the ‘big picture’, whereas the Individual judge walks around and through the ensemble sampling each specific section
and commenting on the individual’s skills and performances. This can be very intimidating for the younger, less experienced per-
formers, but the judges are trained on being as unobtrusive as possible.

The following is the criteria upon which the points are awarded;

Music Performance-Ensemble: This sheet is divided into three categories, each worth 100 points;

Balance and Timing@redit will be given for the successful balance of all winds and percussion and the ensemble blend and
cohesiveness. Recognition will be given for the simultaneity of events at the judge’s focal point. Consideration will be given to
tempo, pulse control and rhythmic interpretation as well as clarity and uniformity of articulations. Demand is inherent in
consideration of achievement.

Tone Quality and IntonatiorCredit will be given for the consistency of timbre/sonority, tuning of instruments, melodic and
harmonic intonation and muscle control as it relates to tone production. Recognition will be given for breath support, embouchure,
forearm, wrist, etc. in evaluating all winds and percussion. Recognition will be given for the demands placed on the musicians in
your consideration of achievement.

MusicianshipCredit will be given for qualities of phrasing, expression, style and idiomatic interpretation of all winds and
percussion. Recognition will be given and credit will be given for involvement of the individual players. Demand is inherent in the
derived achievement score.

Music Performance-Individual: This sheet is also divided into three categories, each worth 100 points;

Method and TimingCredit will be given for all qualities and techniques involving method and timing of winds and percussion
including note accuracy, attacks, releases, clarity and uniformity of articulation. Credit will also be given for uniformity of
enunciation and tongue technique, stick control, arm and wrist techniques for percussion and the quality of rhythmic
interpretation and control of tempo and pulse. Demand is inherent in consideration of achievement.

Tone Quality and Intonatiorrhis description is the same as on the Music Ensemble sheet.

MusicianshipThis description is the same as on the Music Ensemble sheet.

Definitions:
Timbre/sonority-This refers to the characteristic tone qualities of the individual instruments.

BalanceThis refers to the blending of the individual tonalities (sound qualities) of the ensemble (clarinets to saxes, woodwinds to
brass, winds to percussion, etc.).

Timing This refers to the accuracy of the articulation within the ensemble, not just the percussion.

TuningThis refers to the adjustment of the instruments to match pitch, and the students ability to make minute adjustments to
match the pitch within the ensemble on any given note.



Eval uation Process Continued......

Breath SupportA wind musician must breathe in a very controlled and specific way, and support refers to the constant and
consistent pressure of the air going through the instrument (air column).

Articulation-The way in which a note (or sound) is attacked, released, accented and enunciated.
Attack-The manner is which a note or sound is started.

Release The manner is which a note or sound is ended.

Accent The manner is which a note or sound is emphasized, or not.

EnunciationThe shape and vowel sound of a note performed by a wind player.

TempoThe speed in which the material (be it musical or visual) is performed.

DynamicsThe volume of music (static or moving) and the contrast of it.

EmbouchureThe point of contact between the mouth and the instrument.

PhrasingA phrase is a musical sentence, perceived as a cohesive statement. Phrasing mainly refers to the subtle nuances in
shaping, articulation and dynamics performed by the student.

A ‘rule of thumb’ for a great musical performance is not the fine execution of any one part, but the combination of all of the parts.
| hope this helps you to understand a little more clearly the Music portion of the performance score.

Ayala BAC Board Nominations

According to our organization’s “By-Laws”, the December Booster Meeting is time to submit nominations for the 2009 Ayala Band
and Color Guard Executive Board. All positions require at least one nomination.

In an effort to help you decide if you might be interested in a board position, or to nominate another booster; here are some
guidelines as documented in our By-laws;

All nominees must be in financial good standing with the Organization

All board members must attend all meetings whenever possible including General Membership (1% Thursday of the month)
and Executive board meetings (3" Thursday of the month).

Written or email nominations for office shall be made by members in good standing a minimum of 7 days prior to the election.

Nominations from the floor may be made at the December and January meetings

Here are the job descriptions:

Article V: Duties of Officers and Directors
SECTION 1 — PRESIDENT:

THE PRESIDENT SHALL: PRESIDE OVER ALL MEETINGS OF THE GENERAL MEMBERSHIP AND THE EXECUTIVE BOARD. COORDINATE THE WORK OF OFFICERS
AND COMMITTEES. SIGN ALL CHECKS WITH THE TREASURER OR VICE PRESIDENT WHENEVER POSSIBLE. BE A MEMBER EX-OFFICIO OF ALL COMMITTEES
EXCEPT THE NOMINATING COMMITTEE. SERVE AS DIRECT CONTACT TO THE AUDIT COMMITTEE.

SECTION 2 — VICE PRESIDENT OF ADULT SERVICES:

THE VICE PRESIDENT OF ADULT SERVICES SHALL: ASSIST THE PRESIDENT AND SHALL PERFORM THE DUTIES OF THE PRESIDENT IN THE ABSENCE OR INABILITY
OF THAT OFFICER TO ACT. SERVE AS COORDINATOR OF LOGISTICS FOR ALL COMPETITIONS AND EVENTS. SIGN ALL CHECKS WITH THE PRESIDENT OR
TREASURER WHENEVER POSSIBLE. COORDINATE AND ORGANIZE COMMITTEES TO MAINTAIN EQUIPMENT, SEMI TRAILER, PROPS AND ANYTHING ELSE DEEM
NECESSARY BY THE BAND DIRECTOR, HIS STAFF OR EXECUTIVE BOARD.

SECTION 3 — VICE PRESIDENT OF STUDENT SERVICES:

THE VICE PRESIDENT OF STUDENT SERVICES SHALL: ASSIST THE PRESIDENT AND SHALL PERFORM THE DUTIES OF THE PRESIDENT IN THE ABSENCE OR INABIL-
ITY OF BOTH THE PRESIDENT AND THE VICE PRESIDENT OF ADULT SERVICES TO ACT. ASSIST THE BAND DIRECTOR AS COORDINATOR OF STUDENTS AT
COMPETITIONS AND EVENTS. COORDINATE ADULT CHAPERONES FOR COMPETITIONS AND EVENTS. PROVIDE ADULT TRAINING AND SUPERVISION OF
CHAPERONES. ORDER AND DISTRIBUTE NECESSARY EQUIPMENT, MERCHANDISE AND SUPPLIES TO STUDENTS. COORDINATE AND MANAGE ANNUAL FITTINGS,
CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE OF UNIFORMS. MAINTAIN INVENTORY CONTROL FOR UNIFORMS, STUDENT SUPPLIES AND ALL BOOSTER MERCHANDISE. SERVE
AS LIAISON BETWEEN THE ORGANIZATION AND STUDENTS. MANAGE COMMITTEES AS DESIGNATED BY THE EXECUTIVE BOARD.

SECTION 4 — SECRETARY:

THE SECRETARY SHALL: KEEP AN ACCURATE RECORD OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF ALL MEETINGS OF THE ORGANIZATION AND THE EXECUTIVE BOARD IN A
NOTEBOOK/ELECTRONIC FILE, WHICH SHALL BE THE LEGAL RECORD OF THE ORGANIZATION. CONDUCT THE NECESSARY CORRESPONDENCE OF THE
ORGANIZATION UPON THE AUTHORIZATION OF THE PRESIDENT, EXECUTIVE BOARD OR MEMBERSHIP. PREPARE A LIST OF UNFINISHED BUSINESS FOR THE USE
OF THE PRESIDENT. RECORD ALL EXPENDITURES IN THE MINUTES. KEEP A CURRENT LIST OF THE MEMBERS OF THE ORGANIZATION. KEEP A CURRENT COPY OF
THE APPROVED BY-LAWS. SERVE AS DIRECTOR TO OF THE MEMBERSHIP AND PUBLICITY COMMITTEES. CATALOG AND ARCHIVE THE CURRENT YEAR'S
RECORDS. RETRIEVE HISTORICAL RECORDS AS REQUIRED.

SECTION 5 — TREASURER:

THE TREASURER SHALL MAINTAIN AN ACCURATE RECORD OF DEPOSITS AND EXPENDITURES OF THE ORGANIZATION. ADD ALL MONIES OF THE ORGANIZATION
AND DEPOSIT THEM IN THE BANK ACCOUNT SET UP IN THE NAME OF THE ORGANIZATION. PRESENT AT ALL MEETINGS OF THE ORGANIZATION A TREASURER’S
REPORT DELINEATING ALL ACTIVITIES OF INCOME, EXPENDITURES, ADJUSTMENTS, CHANGES, FUND BALANCES, AND THE FINANCIAL PERFORMANCE OF THE
ORGANIZATION AGAINST THE APPROVED BUDGET. MAKE AN ANNUAL FINANCIAL REPORT TO THE ORGANIZATION, WHICH INCLUDES GROSS RECEIPTS AND
DISBURSEMENTS FOR THE YEAR. PRESENT THE ORGANIZATION'S BOOKS TO AN ACCOUNTANT FOR PURPOSES OF FILING ANNUAL TAX RETURNS. SIGN ALL
CHECKS WITH THE PRESIDENT OR VICE PRESIDENT OF ADULT SERVICES. PREPARE AND PRESENT THE ANNUAL BUDGET AT ALL MEETINGS REQUIRING SUCH.
SERVE AS DIRECTOR TO THE FINANCE COMMITTEE. WORK WITH THE STUDENT FINANCE DIRECTOR FOR COLLECTION AND ACCOUNTING OF STUDENT FEES.



SECTION 6 — WAYS AND MEANS CHAIRPERSON:

THE WAYS AND MEANS CHAIRPERSON SHALL: CHAIR THE FUNDRAISING COMMITTEE. PRESENT ALL FUNDRAISING IDEAS TO THE BOARD. DIRECT THE
CHAIRPERSON (S) AND VOLUNTEERS FOR EACH FUNDRAISING EVENT. COORDINATE THE NECESSARY PAPERWORK FOR APPROVAL BY THE EXECUTIVE BOARD,
SCHOOL DISTRICT AND AYALA SCHOOL ADMINISTRATION FOR EVENTS. PREPARE ELECTRONIC RECORDS OF EACH EVENT FOR AUDIT.

SECTION 7 — TOUR DIRECTOR

THE TOUR DIRECTOR SHALL CHAIR THE TOUR COMMITTEE. PREPARE A BUDGET FOR EACH TOUR. MAINTAIN EXPENDITURES TO MEET BUDGETARY
GUIDELINES FOR ALL TOURS. COORDINATE ADULT CHAPERONES, TRAINING AND TRAVEL FEES ASSOCIATED FOR EACH TOUR. VERIFY TOUR ACCOUNTING AND
SUBMIT TIMELY TO THE TREASURER FOR AUDITING.

SECTION 8- EVENT DIRECTOR

The Event Director shall: Recruit and coordinate the Event Chairpersons for hosted events or other activities approved by the
current Executive Board. Coordinate the necessary paperwork for the Executive Board, school district and school administration for
approval of events. Serve as a liaison between the executive board and event chairman. Supervise preparation of budget needs for
hosted events. Maintain expenditures to meet budgetary guidelines for those events.

SECTION 9 — HOSPITALITY DIRECTOR

THE HOSPITALITY DIRECTOR SHALL: BE RESPONSIBLE FOR ASSISTING THE VICE PRESIDENT OF STUDENT SERVICES AS DIRECTED. DIRECTOR SHALL BE IN
CHARGE OF COORDINATING HOSPITALITY COMMITTEE TO PROVIDE FOOD, REFRESHMENTS, WATER FOR BAND STUDENT FUNCTIONS, BOOSTER EVENTS, AND
OTHER FUNCTIONS WHEN REQUESTED BY THE EXECUTIVE BOARD. SUCH ACTIVITIES MAY INCLUDE, BUT ARE NOT LIMITED TO MARCHING BAND SUMMER
CAMPS, ALL STUDENT COMPETITIONS, FOOTBALL GAMES, BAND PRACTICES AND OTHER EVENTS AS DIRECTED. BE RESPONSIBLE FOR ORGANIZING HOSPITALITY
SUPPLIES AND MAINTENANCE OF SUCH INVENTORY IN THE BOOSTER STORAGE BINS.

SECTION 10 — COMMUNICATIONS OFFICER:

THE COMMUNICATIONS OFFICER SHALL: BE THE ONE SOURCE OF ALL BAC COMMUNICATIONS SO THAT ALL MEMBERS ARE GETTING THE SAME INFORMATION.
PROVIDE TIMELY UPDATES VIA EMAIL TO ALL MEMBERS OF THE ORGANIZATION. GATHER INFORMATION AND PUBLISH A MONTHLY NEWSLETTER TO BE
PROVIDED TO ALL MEMBERS OF THE ORGANIZATION. OVERSEE THE CONTENT AND QUALITY OF THE AYALA BAC WEB SITE.

SECTION 11— STUDENT FINANCE DIRECTOR:

THE STUDENT FINANCE DIRECTOR SHALL: ASSIST THE TREASURER WITH FINANCIAL DUTIES. HAVE PRIMARY RESPONSIBILITY FOR MAINTAINING INFORMATION
ON STUDENT ACCOUNTS. COORDINATE THE LOGGING AND TRANSFERS OF FUNDS FROM SUCH ITEMS AS TRAVEL AND FUNDRAISERS INTO STUDENT ACCOUNTS.

WRITTEN OR EMAIL NOMINATIONS FOR OFFICE SHALL BE MADE BY MEMBERS IN GOOD STANDING A MINIMUM OF 7 DAYS PRIOR TO THE ELECTIONS.
NOMINATIONS FROM THE FLOOR MAY BE MADE AT THE DECEMBER AND JANUARY GENERAL MEETINGS. ANYONE WISHING TO BE NOMINATED, OR WANTING
TO NOMINATE A MEMBER OF THE BOOSTER CLUB FOR A BOARD POSITION, MAY DO SO BY EMAIL TO AYALABAC.CA@GMAIL.COM OR BY CONTACTING ANY
CURRENT BOARD MEMBER IN WRITING.
